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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS:

Line-in wiring connections are made at the bottom of the pole. The pole does not have

a handhole for wiring access.

1. Refer to Stick Light Anchor Kit Installation Guide for anchor installation. Cut
conduit to max height indicated on Fig. 2. Clearance for installed pole to be
rotated to access wiring should be considered when placing anchors, see Fig. 1.

2. Set pole near anchors, on protective padding.

3. Connect line-in voltage wires to pre-installed wires in pole, see Fig. 3. Waterproof
wiring connectors provided by others.

4.  Connect incoming ground wire to grounding lug in base of pole, see Fig. 3.

5. Install component in twist-lock receptacle, if specified.

6. Set pole in position over anchors, inserting excess wiring and connectors into base
of pole as high as possible, taking precautions not to pinch wiring.

7. Install (4) washer and (4) hex nuts. Tighten securely. Cut anchors to max height
indicated on Fig. 2 to allow for pole rotation for future access to wiring.

8. Install cover plate, see Fig. 4.

HINGE OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS:

To access wiring after pole has been installed and wiring connections have been made:
Remove cover plate.

Remove front hex nuts and washers, see Fig. 5.

Remove (2) side hex bolts and locking washers, see Fig. 5.
Carefully rotate pole to access wiring, see Fig. 6.

Rotate pole back into upright position.

Install front hex nuts and washers loosely.

Install side hex bolts and locking washers and tighten fully.
Tighten front hex nuts and washers.

Reinstall cover plate.

INSTALLATION PROCEDURE FOR ANCHOR BOLTS:

Prepare footing as required by local codes.
Install anchor hooks, hex nuts, washers and wooden template as shown in Fig 2.
Level template in all directions. Note: template thickness is less than base plate
thickness. Dimensions given account for the difference.
After footing has properly cured, remove wooden template. Do not remove lower
hex nuts or washers.

(4) anchor bolts, 3/4”-10x 17” x 3” hook
